The International Symposiums on Ancient Ceramics (ISAC) have been proved to be high level academic symposiums and become an important platform for academic exchange amongst ancient ceramic experts at home and abroad since the first International Symposium on Ancient Ceramics, organized by Shanghai Institute of Ceramics, Chinese Academy of Sciences, in Shanghai in 1982.
